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can help save your life in time of emergency. ICE allows
first responders to quickly identify an injured person’s emer-
gency contacts and enables them to obtain critical medical
information.

Add " " to your cell phone now. Go to your local Community
Policing Centre to get free ICE cards for your family. They can
be put in kids' backpacks and seniors’ wallets.

3. Wallet size ice cards are available free from
Community Policing Centres in Vancouver for kids,
seniors, and anyone who does not have a cell
phone.
